TellaSwitch Instructions
SkyTel FLEX Paging

Please Read Carefully Before Using
TellaSwitch is a remote activated portable wireless devise that uses paging signals for activation.  Each unit is programmed to work on an assigned paging network, frequency, access and PIN number.

The TellaSwitch can be commanded from two sources, SkyTel’s webpage or by PDA equipped cellular phone.

First, most convenient, is SkyTel’s direct webpage found at www.skytel.com/servlet/SendMessage.  There are no phone charges and since this options is not utilizing a wireless phone, there is no chance for radio frequency interference (RFI) on the outgoing signal.

The second option is by PDA equipped cell phone.  This is a very convenient option can be in jeopardy due to RFI due to movement (as in a moving car), poor reception due to topography or cell tower locations, etc…  
The user is encouraged to test both options to be assured the switch will respond with confidence where used.
Instructions:

1. SkyTel’s webpage – Go to www.skytel.com/servlet/SendMessage 

Step 1 prompts you to enter the pager PIN number in the recipient’s SkyTel PIN.  This is the 10 digit PIN number assigned by SkyTel for your TellaSwitch.   

Step 2 prompts you to enter a Message.  Enter the last four (4) digits of your serial number followed by four (4) left brackets followed by the output command, then followed by a single (1) right bracket.


Example to turn on a single switch: 9999[[[[1]


Example to turn off a single switch: 9999[[[[0]

Depending on the TellaSwitch model purchased, there are up to three switches controlled by eight outputs on the pager.  Each can be control separately by entering command 1, 0, or K.  Number 1 (one) turns on the output and number 0 (zero) turns off the output, and K leaves the output constant.  On a double or triple switch you can use the single 1 or 0 to turn on or off all the outputs.  To turn on, off, or leave specific output constant, you must enter eight digits (1, 0, or K) in the specific order.

Example to turn on switch 1 & 3: 9999[[[[10100000]

Example to leave sw1 alone and turn off 3: 9999[[[[k0000000] 

Since we are only using the first three outputs, the first three numbers of the command must be precise.  The last five digits do not have to be precise.  All eight digits must be entered prior to closing the bracket.  

Save the access number command as a default and save this website page as a favorite on you computer for later use. 

A convenient feature of the SkyTel site is that you can program the on and off times for your switch and send the messages early.

2. PDA Cellular Phone to transmit message 
Access the SkyTel webpage from your PDA equipped cell phone.  Send commands as instructed above for the wireless provider’s webpage.
In the use of cell phones, is important that you send the message from an area with good reception and not do things during the transmission that risk RFI.  The best calls will be when you are not moving.
NOTE:  BE SAFE – MAKE SURE YOU ARE ACTING RESPONSIBILY WHEN SEND CELL PHONE MESSAGES.

Note: CANCEL COMMANDS - You must make a command to cancel (deactivate) the switch.  There is no manual local reset.
Note: CALL TIMING - Calls take anywhere from 20 seconds to four minutes to execute.  The average is less than 1 ½ minutes.  Be patient.  Wait at least five minutes before determining the execution has failed.

SUGGESTIONS:
Save the websites as favorites and use them over.
Practice using the switch several times until you is comfortable with its use and the location to be used.
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
